THE MILLION GUINEA FIUND

On the 18th July 1897 the Weslevan Methodist Conference gave its
approval to its Twentieth Century Fund which became comm only known
“Milion Guimea Fund”due to its stated am to “Obtain Che million
Tuineas from our One Million Methodists™

Proceeds from the Fund were to be dispersed as foll ows:

- 30,000 guineas to Flaces of Worship;

- 300,000 to Education,

- 230, 000 for the erection of a Connextonal Building in London
- 200,000 to Missions.

Donors to the Fund were asked to write their names and addresses on
special pages which were distnbuted to all Wesleyan Methodist Churches
in the TTnited Eingdom and overseas.

Donors were invited to give no more than one guinea but additional
donations could be made “In Memonum” for people who had died or who
had moved away from home. &A1 adult donors received a a signed certifi-
cate printed on thin card as their official receipt

The Fund finally closedin 1909 when £1,073 682 had been raised.

TWhen the pages were returned, they were boundinte 50 wolumes which
were called “The Historic Eoll™. Thiz Eoll, comprising more than 17,500
pages, is kept, and can be inspected, at Westminster Central Hall.

Separate pages were submitted to the Fund by Sunday School schoelars who
donated one shilling for which they received a John Wesley medallion.
The Children’s Collection raised £4, 162 and 90,000 medal s were strucl.

FPages numbered 249 to 352 from the Historic Eeoll contain-
ing the names and addresses of those contributors from
Idat denhead have been transcribed onto the following pages.

Eachindividual name has been researched and, where possi-
ble, brief  detaill has been added regarding their family
relationships and occupation.

The list of names follows the sequence 1n which they were
written deown on the four pages but line spacing has been
added for clanty and to emphasise family groups.

Lpologies are tendered 1n advance should any errors be
dizcovered in the facts presented. All hasbeen done in good
fath.

The date when these names were recorded 12 slightly prob-
lematic. However considenng the vears when a number of
those listed were born or died and the fact that by 1903 one
Donor had changed her name on marnage, 1902 has as a
representative date been chosen to listthe age of Donors.

The names of some of the individuals listed are recorded 1n
other patts of the High Street Church on tablets, gravestones
of in stained glass windows.

some of the names were well know in the civic life of
MMardenhead and others may have little record other than
what 1z indicated in thiz document. Together they are repre-
sentative of the mix of the Church Triumphant associated

with the High Street Methodist Church.
